ADJUSTABLE BACKREST KIT

(P/N 861 7553 00)
REVISION 1
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INSTALLATION
Remove backrest and mounting brackets.
Remove seat from vehicle.
Lean left hand rail no. 2 on tunnel so that the back
of the steel angle is flush with edge of tunnel.
Install rail so that the slot aligns with the identical
one on the tunnel.
Position recess at the end of the rail facing front
of vehicle.
Hold rail firmly and using a punch, mark the slots
on the tunnel for drilling references.

CAUTION : When marking, align the
punch in the center of the slot and at the

outer edge to allow proper adjustment.
Drill holes in frame with a 6.5 mm (1/4 in) drill bit.

WARNING : Be careful not to drill heat ex-
changers underneath frame.

1. Slide of rail higher than tunnel
2. Flush with edge of tunnel
3. Slot to be aligned with identical one on tunnel
4. Slot for drilling references

Install rail with mounting hardware no. 5. Insert
bolts from top and then washers and nuts from
beneath.
Use the ratchet and extension for easy access be-
neath the tunnel. Tighten the nuts loosely for now.
Repeat procedure for the other side using right
hand rail no. 1.
Pull out rails to prevent leatherette damage.
Reinstall seat (do not tighten) to adjust the rail dis-
tance accordingly.
Insert the sliding plates no. 3 into the rails, the
backrest onto rails and install the adjustable knobs
no. 4. Tighten knobs loosely.

Slide the backrest forward and back to assure the
rails are parallel and that the backrest movement
is unobstructed.
Remove seat and tighten the bolts on each rail.
Slide the backrest frame forward and back again
to assure easy movement.
Apply a light coat of grease on sliding surface of
rails.
Reinstall seat.
Adjust backrest to desired position and tighten ad-
justable knobs.
